Accrediting Board Appeal Process

The U.S. Chamber and the Accrediting board take great lengths to review each application. Status levels are not considered lightly, and the Accrediting board stands behind each approval given.
 
However, if an applicant believes an area has been overlooked, they may appeal their Accreditation status.  The purpose of an appeal is to correct a miscalculation, interpretation, or evaluation of the original application submitted.  New material cannot be evaluated during the appeal process.
Applicants must take the following steps to submit an appeal:

1.  Submit a letter to the Accreditation Board, c/o Political Affairs and Federation Relations, which states their intent to appeal.

2.  Appeals should be submitted within (60) days of notification of accreditation status. 

3.   One appeal per original application will be accepted.  The appeal may contain multiple sections for consideration.

4.   Applicants should list section(s) of the application under consideration for appeal and give a detailed explanation as to why.

Accreditation staff will take the following steps to review an appeal:

1.  Notify applicant that their appeal was received.

2.  Accreditation consultant reviews the application in full to determine any scoring discrepancies. 

3.  Accreditation staff reviews the chamber’s appeal to focus on areas where the applicant believes they were incorrectly evaluated.

4.  Accreditation staff and the consultants will evaluate only the application received.  New material provided in the appeal is not eligible for evaluation. 

5.  Draft a report of the Accrediting Board to approve or reject the applicant’s appeal.

6.  The Accrediting Board will notify the chamber in writing of its determination to approve your appeal.

 All decisions made by the Accrediting Board are final.
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
